Dear Member,  

 

The recent floods in Peru have destroyed some 4000 homes, swept away 

14 bridges and have devastated around 14,000 hectares of agricultural land. 

Roads and railways have also been damaged.   The latest figures by the 

National Institute for Civil Defence says 23,445 people have been 

reportedly left homeless and 37,375 people have lost part of their property. 

 

The LATA Foundation is appealing for funds to help with accommodation, 

food, transport and other immediate expenses to assist those left homeless 

by the floods.  They would also like to appeal for funds to help construct 

flood barriers and defences.  They have already helped a children’s home 

which had to be evacuated and have received outline proposals for a 

number of other projects which their project team is evaluating.
